We have been progressing through the book of 
Ephesians.  If you remember, last time we started 
looking at Ephesians 1:3-14, which in the original is 
one really really long sentence.  Paul was so excited 
about the spiritual blessings that we have in Christ, that 
he just couldn’t stop.  There is so much packed into 
that long sentence that last time we only looked at 
verses 3-10.  Today we will finish off the sentence as 
we look at verses 11-14. 
  
Hopefully you will remember that from verses 3-10, 
Paul speaks about the spiritual blessings that we have 
in Christ.  Now from verses 11-14, Paul tells us that 
these spiritual blessings are our inheritance.  He has a 
number of things to tell us about our 
inheritance.  Firstly, there is God’s choosing.  Paul 
uses the same word for inheritance that we find in the 
Old Testament when it refers to God choosing Israel to 
have an inheritance.  Next we see God’s 
including.  Not only Jews can partake of this 
inheritance, but it is also available to those Gentiles 
(non-Jews) who hear and believe.  Then we see God’s 
proving.  We have proof that we are heirs to God’s 
inheritance if we have the seal of the Holy Spirit.   
  
What an exciting thing to realise – that if indeed we 
truly are Christians as evidenced by the Holy Spirit in 
our lives, we can have assurance of our inheritance 
with Him!  We can join with Paul as he concludes this 
section with, “To the praise of His glory!”
